Competition staged in London on 23rd October 2012. £250 will be given from the Eileen Stevens legacy to 

fund the design of this exhibit. 

 

Class 7   METALLICA 

 A Montage.    

Dimensions: 70cm x 50cm in either landscape or portrait mode. Maximum depth allowance 20cm. To be 

displayed easel fashion, on a black metal stand which will be provided. This exhibit may be brought ready 

assembled and will be staged by the Show Committee.   

 

Class 8   TREE DRESSING 

A contemporary work to be staged outside by up to two people on a medium sized tree of your choice.
